Description:
Etoricoxib is a Non-Steroidal Anti-Inflammatory Drug (NSAID) that exhibits 
anti-inflammatory, analgesic and antipyretic activities. It is a potent, orally 
active, highly selective cyclooxygenase-2 (COX-2) inhibitor within and 
above the clinical dose range. COX-2 has been shown to be primarily 
responsible for the synthesis of prostanoid mediators of pain, inflammation 
and fever. Selective inhibition of COX-2 by Etoricoxib decreases these 
clinical signs and symptoms wish decreased GI toxicity and without effects 
on platelet function.

Indications:
Acute pain & inflammation, osteoarthritis (OA), rheumatoid arthritis (RA), 
ankylosing spondylitis (AS), acute gouty arthritis, chronic musculoskeletal 
pain, dysmenorrhoea.

Dosage and Administration:
Etoricoxib is administered orally. Etoricoxib may be taken with or without 
food. Do not halve tablet.
Adult & adolescent (over 16 years):
Osteoarthritis: The recommended dose is 30 mg or 60 mg once daily. 
Rheumatoid Arthritis: The recommended dose is 90 mg once daily. 
Ankylosing Spondylitis: The recommended dose is 90 mg once daily. 
Acute Gouty Arthritis: The recommended dose is 120 mg once daily.
Etoricoxib 120 mg should be used only for the acute symptomatic period, 
limited to a maximum of 8 days treatment.

Side Effects:
Dry mouth, taste disturbance, mouthulcers, flatulence, constipation, 
appetite and weight changes, chest pain, fatigue, paraesthesia, 
influenza-like syndrome & myalgia.

Contraindications:
It is contraindicated in patients with hypersensitivity to Etoricoxib or any 
component of this product, congestive heart failure, patients with 
inflammatory bowel disease, severe hepatic dysfunction.

Precautions:
A patient with decreased liver & kidney function, dehydration, 
hypertension, heart failure, GI perforation & patients over 65 years of age.

Drug Interactions:
At high dose Etoricoxib may have interaction with Warfarin, Methotrexate, 
ACE inhibitors, Lithium & Aspirin.

Use in Pregnancy and Lactation:
As with other drugs known to inhibit prostaglandin synthesis, use of it 
should be avoided in late pregnancy because it may cause premature 
closure of the ductus arteriosus. It should be used during the first two 
trimesters of pregnancy only if the potential benefit justifies the potential  
risk to the foetus. It is not known whether this drug is excreted in human 
milk.

Overd osage:
In clinical studies, administration of Etoricoxib at single doses up to 500 mg 
and multiple doses up to 150 mg/day for 21 days did not result in 
significant toxicity. In the event of overdose, it is reasonable to employ the 
usual supportive measures, e.g., remove unabsorbed material from the 
gastrointestinal tract, employ clinical monitoring, and institute supportive 
therapy, if required.

Pharmaceutical Precautions
Store at a cool & dry place protected from light & moisture. Keep out of 
reach of children.
