METHOVATE-N TOPICAL CREAM
Each gram cream contains Betamethasone (as valerate) 
BP 1mg & Neomycin Sulphate BP 5mg.

METHOVATE-N TOPICAL OINTMENT
Each gram ointment contains Betamethasone (as 
valerate) BP 1mg & Neomycin Sulphate BP 5mg.

DESCRIPTION
Betamethasone Valerate is a synthetic 
adrenocorticosteroid, which is glucocorticoid in nature. It is 
an analog of prednisolone that also possesses a slight 
degree of mineralcorticosteroid activity. Due to its 
anti-inflammatory, antipruritic and vasoconstrictive activity, 
it is very effective and suitable for dermatological use. It is 
absorbed from the skin and inflammation and/or other 
disease process in the skin increase percutaneous 
absorption from the skin. Occlusive dressings substantially 
increase its percutaneous absorption. 
Neomycin Sulphate is a broad-spectrum, bactericidal 
antibiotic effective against the majority of bacteria colony 
associated with skin infections.

INDICATIONS
METHOVATE-N (Betamethasone Valerate BP and 
Neomycin Sulphate BP) Cream/Ointment is indicated for 
severe inflammatory skin disorders such as eczemas 
unresponsive to less potent corticosteroids.
These disorders include:
Atopic eczema, contact dermatitis, dyshidrosis, exfoliative 
dermatitis, infantile eczema, intertrigo, neurodermatitis, 
pruritus ani, pruritus vulve, psoriasis, seborrheic 
dermatitis, solar dermatitis.

DOSAGE AND ADMINISTRATION
Apply a thin film of METHOVATE-N Cream/Ointment to 
the affected skin areas completely one to two times a day. 
OR AS DIRECTED BY THE PHYSICIAN.

SIDE EFFECTS
The most common side effects are itching, burning, 
irritation, dryness, folliculitis, acneform, hypopigmentation, 
hypertrichosis, allergic contact dermatitis, maceration of 
skin, secondary infection, skin atrophy etc.

CONTRAINDICATIONS
It is contraindicated in patients who are hypersensitive to 
active ingredient Betamethasone valerate or any other 
ingredient of the preparation. The use of METHOVATE-N 
Cream/Ointment is contraindicated in the treatment of 
lesions caused by the infection of fungi (candidiasis), 
bacteria (impetigo) or virus (herpes simplex, chicken pox).

PRECAUTION
METHOVATE-N Cream/Ointment should not be used for 
long term especially in case of infants and children. Avoid 
contact of this medication with the eyes and the moist 
membranes lining the inside the certain parts of the body, 
e.g. mouth, nasal, passages (mucous membranes). 

USE IN PREGNANCY AND LACTATION
METHOVATE-N Cream/Ointment should not be used 
extensively in pregnancy.

USE IN CHILDREN
Do not use it on children under 1 year of age. A course of 
treatment for a child should not normally last more than 5 
days unless otherwise stated by your physician. 

DRUG INTERACTION
There are no significant drug interactions reported with 
METHOVATE-N (Betamethasone Valerate BP and 
Neomycin Sulphate BP) Cream/Ointment. 

SUPPLY
METHOVATE-N Topical Cream 10 g : Each pack has a 
tube containing 10 g cream.

METHOVATE-N Topical Ointment 15 g : Each pack has 
a tube containing 15 g ointment.

STORAGE
Store in a cool (below 30° C) and dry place, protected 
from light. Keep all medicines out of reach of children.
